This is a guide to the evaluation that will be used in this project. This evaluation will be led by Darryl Macer. Any suggestions, problems, etc. should be directed to the project coordinators.  Please also read the teacher and observer guidelines, which will help to place your role in perspective. We think everyone involved in the project would understand more about the project from reading these guidelines.
The fact that we are doing a centrally coordinated evaluation of the information in different schools and countries does not preclude you from doing your own evaluation. However, we may all benefit from coordinating the measures and making the evaluation better.
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Explanation of the Checklist

For each of the criteria, please keep the following points in mind, and then circle on the arrow scale where it may seem appropriate.  The judgment is difficult so we ask the observers to supplement information with the class notes, which will be explained later.
Student

Concentration: How much are the students concentrated on the content of the class, how many students are doing other things in class, were students talking to one another on unrelated topics, asleep etc?
Subjective oral participation: Frequency of subjective, or unique voices heard, number of different students who spoke up in class.

Involvement in class: The percentage of students who are involved in the process of class.

Understanding level: How much do the students understand about the content and procedure of class?

Teacher

Teacher’s control: How strongly did the teachers control the class?

Teacher’s correspondence: Reorientation of class flow, or how they dealt with slow learners?

Material

Interest in material: How interested were the students in the text?

Difficulty of text: Was the content very difficult or very easy, were there many questions about content?

Difficulty of questions: Were the questions very difficult or very easy, what kinds of answers?
